Underlag till beslut om undervisning sommaren och hdstterminen 2021 pa Fysikum

Covid-19 har fortsatt en utbredd smittspridning i Stockholms lan och rektor pa Stockholms universitet har
beslutat att under sommaren och hdstterminen fram t.o.m. 2021-10-31 (Dnr. SU- FV-1.1.2-1620-20) galler:

- Inga salstentamina ska genomforas. Daremot far pa plats genomforas for mindre grupper.

- Undervisning och examination pa campus ska begransas till maximalt 8 personer.

- Narmare planering av undervisning och examination ska redogdras pa institutionernas websida sa
snart som mojligt, dock senast 2021-05-15.

Huvudprinciper for undervisning pa Fysikum
For kurser som ges under sommaren och hostterminen t.0o.m. 2021-10-31 galler foljande pa Fysikum:

- Forelasningar och raknedvningar ges pa distans. Undervisningen skall inkludera delar som ger
studenterna mojlighet att interagera med foreldsaren och varandra i realtid, dvs den far inte besta av
rena sjalvstudier.

- Praktiska moment (t.ex. laborationer) ges pa campus om inte fullgoda alternativ pa distans kan
erbjudas. Laborationer pa campus ordnas sa att fysisk distansering kan iakttas. Antalet personer som
vistas samtidigt i laborationssalar begréansas till maximalt 8, och studenter bér som mest samarbeta i
par. Munskydd rekommenderas for bade studenter och assistenter.

- Studenter som inte kan eller vill delta i undervisning pa campus erbjuds mojlighet att genomfora
praktiska moment under uppsamlingsperioder senare under aret (t.ex. i anslutning till omtentamen).

- Tentamina fram till 2021-10-31 planeras pa distans. Kursansvarig larare/examinator ska senast en
manad innan tentamen foresla upplagg och samrada med studierektor och studentexpeditionen.
Studenter pa kursen (eller anmalda till tentamen) ska i god tid informeras om upplégget. Dar det &r
mojligt, rekommenderar vi 6ppen hemtentamen med muntlig uppféljning alternativt muntlig
tentamen.

- Information om upplégg av undervisning pa respektive kurs anges pa kursens sida i digitala
utbildningskatalogen under rubriken ”Undervisning sommaren/hésten 2021” senast 2021-05-15.

- Upprop kommer i huvudsak att genomforas pa distans.

- Senast 2021-09-30 informeras om undervisning under andra halvan av hdstterminen.

Om nya beslut kommer fran Regeringen eller rektor sa kan dessa riktlinjer komma att uppdateras.



Policy for teaching during the summer and autumn semesters 2021 at the
Department of Physics

As there is still a large spread of Covid-19 in the Stockholm region, the president of Stockholm University
has decided that the following applies during the summer and autumn semesters until October 31, 2021
(Dnr. SU- FV-1.1.2-1620-20):

- No written exams on campus will be given. Other forms of examinations allowed on campus in
smaller groups.

- Teaching and examination on campus may not gather more than 8 people.

- Detailed planning of teaching and examination should be presented on the webpage of each
departments as soon as possible, and latest by May 15, 2021.

Main principles for teaching at the Department of Physics

For courses given at the Department of Physics during the summer and autumn semesters until October
31, 2021, the following applies:

- Lectures and problem solving sessions are given remotely. The teaching must include parts that give
the students opportunities to interact with the lecturer and each other in real time, i.e., it may not
consist purely of self-studies.

- Practical elements (e.g., laboratory work) are given on campus unless adequate remote alternatives
can be offered. Laboratory work on campus is arranged so that physical distance can be observed.
The number of people staying in laboratory rooms at the same time is limited to a maximum of 8,
and students should at most work in pairs. Protective masks are recommended for both students and
assistants.

- Students who cannot or do not want to participate in teaching on campus are offered the opportunity
to complete practical steps later in the year (e.g., in connection with the re-examination period).

- Exams until October 31, 2021 are planned to be held remotely. The teacher/examiner responsible
for the course must, no later than one month before the examination, propose a format of the exam
and consult with the director of studies and the student office. Students on the course (or registered
for the exam) must be informed of the arrangement in good time. Where possible, we recommend
an open home exam with oral follow-up or an oral exam.

- Information on the structure of teaching on each course is stated on the course page in the digital
education catalog under the heading "Teaching during the summer/autumn of 2021" no later than
May 15, 2021.

- Roll-calls and introductory meetings for new students will mainly be given remotely.

- Information about the teaching the second half of the autumn will be provided by September 30,
2021.

If new regulations are announced by the government or the president of the university, these guidelines
may be updated.
